SPACE ALLOCATION POLICY

The Y&G office will accept 2500 space reservation requests. When this number is reached no more requests will be accepted. Requests for spaces will be kept open until this number is reached.

The Y&G office will accept and count only those space requests accompanied by a check or a check request. Sending a check or check request later will delay the space request from being counted. Additional spaces, if available, may be awarded to your delegation via phone if the request is immediately followed by a check or check request. Verbal commitments made by a YMCA employee or official delegation Advisor are considered binding.

Official Space Request Forms are to be used and have the verifying signature of the Executive Director before they will be accepted. The intent is to prevent the Y&G office from receiving inflated, unrealistic numbers.

BILL SUBMISSION POLICY

Only YMCAs submitting Bills (pieces of proposed legislation) will be allowed to attend the Y&G. Delegations failing to meet the deadline for submitting bills will be dropped and refunds made according to the policy outlined below.
